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Thursday, May 29 at 7:00 pm, PSG presents two performances featuring the work of NYC
choreographer Aynsley Vandenbroucke, and Bay Area Choreographer Christy Funch. The
evening is curated by theatre director/choreographer Regina Miranda. This event is open to the
public, but space is limited.

MOVING DIALOGUES

PATRICIA SWEETOW GALLERY is pleased to present a performance art event featuring the
work of NYC choreographer Aynsley Vandenbroucke and the Bay Area choreographer Christy
Funch, working in relation to the exhibit of visual artists Gale Antokai and Sarah Wagner. The
night is curated by theater director/choreographer Regina Miranda who recently moved to SF
from New York.

Since the emergence of Live Art in the 60s the visual arts and the performing arts world have
been interacting in unique events, often happening in galleries, which have been breaking
barriers between artistic fields and between audience and artists. These are usually works that
only happen once, nevertheless their ephemeral quality has been informing and influencing every
other form of contemporary work.

In Moving Dialogues, the NY choreographer Aynsley Vandenbroucke will present After Fall Duet
in relation to the work of Gale Antokai. Performed by Djamila Moore and Aynsley Vandenbroucke
to gregorian chant-like music by Ensemble Venance Fortunat, this duet is a gentle, minimal look
at connections and missed connections between bodies. The strong imagery and meditative
quality of After Fall Duet offer a three dimensional extension to Gale Antokai’s visual work, while
blending with its silent quality.

Interacting with Sarah Wagner’s installation, dancer/choreographer Christy Funsch will present
the solo Insidious Hope, affirming the relevance and sovereignty of the individual, through a
series of minimal movement sequences, or “gestural haikus.” The solo’s title refers to installation
artist Sarah Wagner’s statement “I trust that hope has insidious power.” Funsch’s solo will use
this trust as the launching pad for a subtle investigation of autonomy as hope.

Both works will be performed continuously during one hour (from 7pm to 8pm) as a
choreographic/visual installation. The audience is invited to come and go between them, as well
as stay or leave at any moment during the event.

Artists presenting at Moving Dialogues

Christy Funsch is a choreographer and performer. She received her BA in Dance and English
from Hamilton College, New York, her MFA in Performance and Choreography from Arizona
State University, where she studied with Daniel Nagrin, and is now pursuing Laban Studies with
Peggy Hackney at the Institute of Movement Studies, IMS. Her work has been presented in New
York, Phoenix, Toronto, and throughout California. Christy is currently a member of Stephen
Pelton Dance Theater and collaborative partner of Sue Roginski. She has been awarded
residencies at the Djerassi Ranch, CounterPULSE Theater, and ODC Theater, as well as funding
from Theatre Bay Area’s CASH program and the Zellerbach Family Fund. She has twice been
nominated for Outstanding Performance Awards from the Isadora Duncan Dance Award
Committee.



Djamila Moore, originally from Hawaii, began her early dance training in hula and hip-hop,
eventually receiving her BFA in contemporary dance from North Carolina School of the Arts. In
addition, she studied at the American Dance Festival and Impulstanz in Vienna, Austria. Since
moving to NYC four years ago, she has become a professional florist and nanny as well as a
dancer with AVMG and LS Installations. Djamila was a company member of AMDaT with whom
she performed in Russia and Switzerland. She is also a founding member of VIA Dance
Collaborative.

Aynsley Vandenbroucke is a dancer/choreographer who divides her time between New York
City and the Catskill Mountains where she and her husband co founded and direct Mt. Tremper
Arts. Her work has been performed in New York at Dixon Place, Baryshnikov Arts Center,
Lincoln Center Institute's Clark Studio Theater, the Brooklyn Museum and at the Dancenow/NYC
festival, and was recently presented in Brazil, at the Rio de Janeiro Choreographic Center. A
Certified Movement Analyst, Aynsley is on the faculty of the Laban/Bartenieff Institute of
Movement Studies. She studied dance and choreography at North Carolina School of the Arts,
where she was nominated for the Princess Grace Award. Her work is influenced by her current
practices of Zen Buddhism and Gabrielle Roth's 5Rhythms.

Regina Miranda is a Brazilian born choreographer, theater director and Movement Analyst. She
holds a BA in Dance by SUNY, with a specialization in Laban Movement Studies by the
Laban/Bartenieff Institute of Movement Studies, LIMS, in New York. After training as a ballet
dancer and theater director, she studied with movement/dance pioneers Irmgard Bartenieff at
LIMS, and with Anna Sokolow at the Juilliard School, and later extended her research into music
composition, theater direction, and philosophy. Reflecting her multidisciplinary background,
Miranda’s theatrical work cultivates a form of expression situated at the intersection of literature,
music, theater and dance. She had her work presented at venues in Japan, France, Venezuela,
US and throughout Brazil, receiving more than ten major awards and arts’ scholarships. She has
articles and essays published in specialized magazines, such as Dance Teacher, Gesture, and
Dance Notebooks; is the author of Expressive Movement (Funarte, 1980) and of Body-Space:
aspects of a geo-philosophy of the body in movement (7Letras, 2008) and of two theater plays,
Empty Legs (2003) and The Intimacy of Angels (2005). As an international recognized leader in
the field of performing arts and movement studies, she has been constantly invited to curate arts
events, such as the Bratislava in Movement (2006), and to coordinate numerous international
conferences, including the Rio and NYC Global Laban Celebration (2008). Currently, Regina
Miranda is the Artistic Director of the Rio de Janeiro Choreographic Center and is the Board Co-
Chair and Director of Arts & Culture of the Laban/Bartenieff Institute of Movement Studies.
